Today I am thinking about a really big fountain and I am really pumped up! (This is 
actually a pun if you think about it). I am hoping that this large fountain will be-

come the symbol of the results of our Outflow Sunday.  
 

This Sunday (August 29th) is the culmination of six months of planning and six 
weeks of study as a church. More than 200 “Outflow” books have been distributed, 
and nearly 200 people have signed up to participate.   

 
Since this is the first time our church has tried a local outreach program of this 

magnitude we are still very much in a learning process, so there have been some 
changes, adjustments, and course corrections since we began.  With this in mind 

let me ask and answer some of the frequently asked questions that are floating 
around. 
 

What is Outflow?   It is a ministry of the church based on the idea of letting 
God’s Spirit of Love flow into our lives and then overflow into the lives of others, 

starting with family, then friends, and then the community. God’s love overflowing 
is put into action as a way of witnessing to others. 
 

How many projects? There are twelve projects plus the people providing child 
care at the church.  At each project a note saying God loves you and giving a little 

information about our church will be handed out. 
 
What are they? (1) Food Collection for the Salvation Army, (2) A Free Carwash, 
(3) Free Clothing Distribution for school children, (4) Lunch with the lonely, (4) 
paying and helping others at laundromats, (5) Water Distribution on the River Road 
Bike Path, (6) Military Care Packages (7) Children’s toys and blankets for Hospitals 
(8) Picnic and games and Horn Drive – starts at 2:00 (9) Health Care Screening at 
the Church (10) Nursing Home Ministries (11) Power Washing of homes (12) Fix up 
Furniture for First Fruits Ministries.

What are the times involved?  We will have only one worship service at 
9:00am, for this Sunday only.  Even if you are not able to participate in anything 
else we still want you to attend this service.  By 10:00am, we will gather in each 
of the groups and leave to set up the various work areas.  Most of the projects 
are set to begin at 11:00 and go until 3:00 with a few exceptions.     
 
Will lunch be provided?  This is a question that will be answered by each indi-
vidual group.  Obviously the people sharing dinner with our shut-ins will have a 
meal provided.  Those working at the church will be able to eat after all the meals 
to shut-ins have left the church (there will be plenty).  Other groups away from 
the church will respond to the lunch time question in different ways according to 
their situation.  
 
What has been the response so far?  It has been excellent.  I had one person 
stop me after church and say she had never felt so much energy in the church as 
she did this Sunday. There were people who were signing up, wearing their blue 
shirts (the color of Outflow Sunday) asking questions, and making plans.  It was 
exciting. 
 
How do I participate? Over the past few weeks people have been asked to sign 
up in the gathering area of the church.  If you have not yet signed up you are still 
welcome to participate this Sunday.  Simply show up and we will find a spot for 
you! Wear a blue shirt if possible.
